Propex heater installation notes:

1) Use only ¼” (or alternately 3/8” if your heater is supplied with the larger fitting) copper LPG-rated tubing and the brass ferrule supplied with the heater fitting. Be sure the tubing is fully inserted in the fitting before tightening the nut. 
2) Use only paste type pipe sealant or LPG-rated (yellow) thread tape on the gas fittings and connections. DO NOT use sealant on the brass ferrule inside the gas fitting supplied; this sleeve compresses to form the seal. If you purchased the optional Westfalia fitting kit, note that these fittings also need application of sealant and secure tightening.
3) BSPT thread, as used on these heaters, is NOT the same as ¼” NPT fittings in the US, so please do not substitute US NPT fittings. If you need alternate BSPT fitting, these can be found at www.mcmaster.com 

4) The heater must be mounted on its horizontal axis; it should never be mounted vertically or at an angle.

5) After routing the gas line tubing, and BEFORE connecting, blow air through tubing to clear any dirt or debris.

6) To remove the thermostat cover, first remove the dial and the two recessed screws, then while holding the thermostat in one hand gently push in on the rocker switch to dislodge the cover. Do not force this or risk breaking the circuit board! When mounting the thermostat to the wall, the circuit board must first be unscrewed from the backing plate.
7) It is normal for the heater fan to come on for a few seconds on initial connection to power.
8) Propex heaters are now supplied with a gas jet sized for the std. US regulators set at 11 water-column-inches pressure. If you experience starting problems, please verify the output of the regulator using a water-column-inch gauge such as is shown here: http://www.rverscorner.com/manometer.html   
9) DO NOT shorten the inlet or exhaust pipes, as this may cause the sensing system to not work properly. Use high-temperature RTV sealant, sparingly, to seal the intake and exhaust pipes at the floor before attaching the burner pipes. 
10) Do not drill into, open, or modify the sealed heater case as it will void the warranty, unless otherwise directed from Propex UK or Westy Ventures.

11) Do not place the heat vent directly onto the heater spout (HS2800) as the heat may melt it. A minimum if 12-18” ducting length is preferred. 

12) If the heater sets a flash-code, it is necessary to turn the heater off, then quickly flip the toggle switch to the right and then off to reset the diagnostic code lockout.
